There, he played a crucial role in helping
mobilise East End communities and activists against the growing thre.

Three years l¢er, he begar
a decade of work in race relations, first for th@&ritish Council of Churche
then at Church House Westminster and finally as director of tF
RunnymedeTrust, dedicated to promoting ethnic diversity in British
society. Ken received a bullet through the post for his troubles.

Ken was a prolific author, producing a new book every two years or s
alongside innumerable pamphlets and articles, most exploring higiew
that prayer and protest should go hand in hand. His most popular boc
was Soul Friend (1977) which helped those engaged in spiritua
counselling. Later,True Godexplored the commitments of Christianity
within the Anglo-Catholic tradition. He also wpte much about urban
ministry and theological critiques of capitalism and social injustice.

Ken resigned in 1990 and felt liberated from the constraints of institt
