This prayer comes from one of Jesus’ parables. St Luke records
it in his Gospel, in a parable in which Jesus compares the prayers
of a self-important man (a Pharisee—a religious expert) and
someone else showing more self-awareness (in this case a
publican so, in context, someone thought to be a sinner).

At the end of the parable, but before Jesus explains the story,
Jesus says, ‘The Publican ... would not even look up to heaven
but beat his breast and said, “God, be merciful to me, a sinner”
(Luke 18:9-14). That’s why these words are sometimes called,
‘The publican’s prayer’.

Many Christians pray this prayer in a repetitive way, saying
the words again and again and again. Continual repetition takes
the prayer from the active mind into the subconscious, which
can lead to a very great sense of peace and humility.
