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Though Andrew is named among the apostles in the gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke, it is in
John's gospel that most is learned about him. Andrew was a Galilean fisherman who was mending
his nets, when Jesus called him to follow him, which he promptly did. He then seems to have
remained with Jesus until the end. He was with Jesus when he fed the five thousand and later,
when some Greeks in Jerusalem wanted to see Jesus, Philip brought them to Andrew who told
Jesus of their desire. Tradition says that Andrew travelling on several missionary journeys and as
eventually martyred by being crucified on an X-shaped cross. He became the patron saint of
Scotland because of a legend that his relics had been brought there in the eighth century.

Sermon

This passage is a good example of how God works. Jesus initiates the calling and
not the disciples. They were busy casting their nets when Jesus called them and all
that was required was them to be willing to follow Him. He called them because he
wanted them. There were probably other fishermen and other people around, and
maybe more talented than the brothers. But Jesus chose them because He needed
them to do a job and he wanted them. We too are called because our Father wants

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us. How amazing is it that our creator wants us? So let us follow Him knowing that
He wants us and He cares for us.

In the passage we learn that when Jesus called them, the disciples immediately
left their boats and followed Him. They left their fishing nets and boats immed-
iately and probably their families. They did not ask Jesus where they were going,
instead they dropped everything and just followed. Imagine leaving everything
behind, all that you are familiar with and just follow blindly not knowing where
you are going. This is what our Father asks of us, to trust him with all our hearts
for he cares for us and provides for all our needs. What are we willing to live behind
to follow Jesus fully? Is it our jobs? Our family? Our wealth? Only we know in our
hearts what we are willing to sacrifice.

These disciples were not necessarily the most intelligent nor the cleverest, but
they were willing. They were prepared to allow God to work through them. They
were well aware that it was not through their power or own doing, but it would be
through the power of the one that called Him. We too need to remember that we
do not need to be super talented to be used by God but instead God can do amazing,
beautiful and supernatural things through us if we allow Him to use us. It is never
about us but it is all about God.

These were fishermen whom he was calling to be disciples. A disciple is a
follower hence they left their nets and followed Jesus. They were used to hard
work, but Jesus never said being his follower would be easy. We too are called to
be followers of Jesus and to do what Jesus did. We are called to spread the message
of the good news to the world. We are also called to learn from Him and do what
He did when He walked with His disciples and more. We are called to love as He
has loved us, to lay down our lives for others. We are also called to show com-
passion and to care for others and to pray for each other.

In the second reading we are told that there is no distinction between Greek and
Jew, meaning we are all important before God. Everyone who calls to God will be
saved but we are told they need someone to tell them about this God for them to
know, trust and believe in Him. It is our job as disciples to take this God to all
people so they too can be saved. We are also told, ‘So faith comes from what is
heard, and what is heard comes through the word of Christ.” This word of Christ is
what we are to tell the world for salvation.

We are living in a difficult time with inflation, wars, conflicts, and a lot more
turmoil. But in the first reading it says, ‘Break forth together into singing, you ruins
of Jerusalem; for the Lord has comforted his people, he has redeemed Jerusalem.’
Our God reigns and so let us be comforted by His care and love and remember that
He will never forsake us. Amen
