Today day marks the completion of forty days after Jesus’ birth, and remembers the occasion when 

Mary and Joseph took their young baby to the Temple in Jerusalem. The Law of Leviticus said that Mary 

had to be ‘cleansed’—the completion of her purification following the birth of a male child.  

 At the heart of the story are the old man Simeon, who praises God and acclaims the infant as ‘the 

light to enlighten the nations’, and the prophet Anna, who gave thanks and proclaimed him her redeemer.  

 The image of Christ as The Light has led to the celebration of light countering darkness, with candles 

often taking a central place in the observance.

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Introduction and welcome

Dear friends, forty days ago we celebrated the birth of our Lord Jesus Christ. Now 

we recall the day on which he was presented in the Temple, when he was offered 

to the Father and shown to his people. 

 As a sign of his coming among us, his mother was purified, as we now come to 

him for cleansing. In their old age Simeon and Anna recognised him as their Lord, 

as we today sing of his glory. In this Eucharist, we celebrate both the joy of his 

coming and his searching judgement, looking back to the day of his birth and 

forward to the coming days of his passion. 

Prayers of Penitence occur later in the service.

HYMN 2 The Lord is my light (Taize) (please click on this link to hear the hymn) 

Gospel reading  
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke 

All Glory to you O Lord. 

When the time came for their purification according to the law of Moses, Mary and 

Joseph brought Jesus up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord (as it is written in 

the law of the Lord, ‘Every firstborn male shall be designated as holy to the Lord"), 

and they offered a sacrifice according to what is stated in the law of the Lord, "a 

pair of turtledoves or two young pigeons.’  

 Now there was a man in Jerusalem whose name was Simeon; this man was 

righteous and devout, looking forward to the consolation of Israel, and the Holy 

Spirit rested on him. It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would 

not see death before he had seen the Lord’s Messiah. Guided by the Spirit, Simeon 

came into the Temple; and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for 

him what was customary under the law, Simeon took him in his arms and praised 

God, saying, ‘Master, now you are dismissing your servant in peace, according to 

your word; for my eyes have seen your salvation, which you have prepared in the 

presence of all peoples, a light for revelation to the Gentiles and for glory to your 

people Israel.’

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 The child’s father and mother were amazed at what was being said about him. 

Then Simeon blessed them and said to his mother Mary, ‘This child is destined for 

the falling and the rising of many in Israel, and to be a sign that will be opposed so 

that the inner thoughts of many will be revealed—and a sword will pierce your 

own soul too.’  

 There was also a prophet, Anna the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. 

She was of a great age, having lived with her husband seven years after her marriage, 

then as a widow to the age of eighty-four. She never left the temple but worshiped 

there with fasting and prayer night and day. At that moment she came, and began 

to praise God and to speak about the child to all who were looking for the redemp-

tion of Jerusalem.  

 When they had finished everything required by the law of the Lord, they returned 

to Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth. The child grew and became strong, filled 

with wisdom; and the favour of God was upon him. Luke 2:22–40  

This is the Gospel of the Lord  

All Praise to you O Christ.  

Sermon 

Imagine the scene: a Godly man who is rich in years enters the Temple in Jerusalem 

he sees a very-young baby, stands rapt in wonder, and utters a hymn of prophecy 

while under the influence of the Holy Spirit. We still repeat its ancient words, often 

daily. We sing what is often call ‘Nunc Dimittis’: 

Master, now you are dismissing your servant in peace,  

according to your word;  

for my eyes have seen your salvation,  

which you have prepared in the presence of all peoples,  

a light for revelation to the Gentiles and for glory to your people Israel. 

This song should act as something like ‘spiritual dynamite’ as we consider its 

astonishing words.  

 Its most amazing prophecy says that the baby Jesus will be ‘a light’. Taken in the 

context of Jewish prophecy, it is no mere verbal phrase or metaphor but is saying 

that the baby is God. To a Jewish audience, all references to light mean God or a 

person or thing so profoundly God-soaked (like scripture) that they imply God. For 

example, the first of all God’s creations was light (think of Genesis 1); Moses in the 

desert was attracted to a light that looked like a fire; he led the chosen people to 

safety by following a pillar of fire; millennia later, Jesus was transfigured Mount 
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Tabor and shone with an intense light. So old Simeon is not describing Jesus as 

being ‘like’ a light of, say, a source of inspiration, but being of God. Jesus is God.  

 His next major shock is to say Jesus is a light to the Gentiles. The Gentiles are not 

Jews, so those without the genetic and religious heritage that could make them 

members of the ‘chosen people.’ In the holiness code of the Jews, the means to 

purity was to avoid anything that could pollute or diminish. They avoided all that 

was not clean—in the jargon, was not ‘Kosher’. They were not even allowed to talk 

to someone who was not Jewish. Into that mindset, Simeon prophesies that Jesus 

will be God to those who are not Jewish, to those who are not the chosen people. 

To emphasis the point, the nunc dimittis also talks of ‘all’ peoples. This second part 

will have been beyond comprehension to those hearing Simeon, though the idea 

was there beforehand—if they understood their Scriptures. Jesus is God for everyone.  

 Finally, after uttering this hymn of praise, Simeon gives a strong proviso, a 

‘spiritual health warning’: he said that Jesus will ‘be a sign that will be opposed’. 

This final and usually neglected footnote to the nunc dimittis suggests that (even 

then) it was clear that Jesus’s overwhelming claims would be too much for some 

people.Maybe it’s a bit much for us too. Some of us will struggle to cope with the 

awe-inspiring claims of God’s sacrificial love. It’s often easier to ignore or oppose 

God than to comply and love Him back in ways that satisfy the New Commandment, 

‘Love one another as I have loved you.’ But there is no other way than to obey. God 

wants all of us, and that means our love, our loyalty, our lives. Jesus wants all of us. 

 Today in the Church calendar is Candlemas when we remember old Simeon and 

elderly Anna, and recall their blessing of the baby Jesus. We will not hear anything 

more of Jesus now until his bar-Mitzvah at the age of twelve, as described in the 

next few verses of Luke’s Gospel. For now, let’s satisfy ourselves with the last 

sentence of today’s portion of that same Gospel, ‘The child grew and became 

strong, filled with wisdom; and the favour of God was upon him.’ God is also asking 

us to grow in faith, to become strong in love and wisdom, and to allow His favour 

to rest upon us. To that end, let us hear a response to the nunc dimittis, a modern 

sonnet from the priest-poet Malcolm Guite: 

They came, as called, according to the Law. 

Though they were poor and had to keep things simple, 

They moved in grace, in quietness, in awe, 

For God was coming with them to His Temple. 

Amidst the outer court’s commercial bustle 

They’d waited hours, enduring shouts and shoves, 
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Buyers and sellers, sensing one more hustle, 

Had made a killing on the two young doves. 

They come at last with us to Candlemas 

And keep the day the prophecies came true 

We glimpse with them, amidst our busyness, 

The peace that Simeon and Anna knew. 

For Candlemas still keeps His kindled light, 

Against the dark our Saviour’s face is bright.
