AshiWednesday

Since ancient times, sprinkling with ashes has been a sign of penitence; from the Middle Ages it

became the custom to begin Lent by being marked in ash with the sign of the cross.

Calculations of the forty days has varied considerably in Christian history. It is now usual in the
West to count them continuously to the end of Holy Week (not including Sundays), so beginning Lent
on the sixth Wednesday before Easter, Ash Wednesday.

Churches are kept bare of flowers and decoration. Liturgical dress is often the simplest possible.
The Gloria is never used. In the Western church, the ash is often derived from burning Palm Branches.

Gospel reading

Praise to you, O Christ, King of eternal glory.

When they heard it, they went
away, one by one, beginning with the elders; and Jesus was left alone with the woman
standing before him.

Has no one con-
demned you?’ She said, ‘No one, sir.’ And Jesus said, ‘Neither do [ condemn you. Go
your way, and from now on do not sin again.’ John 8:1-11

Sermon
Today is Wednesday 14 February—St Valentine’s Day, the day in the year when
we remember that we love and are loved, and we celebrate. We celebrate that a
someone is special and means so much to us. Being St Valentine’s Day, many of us
will give and receive cards ... cards through the post or attached to flowers or may-
be accompanying a present such as a box of chocolates or perfume.

A very large proportion of the today’s Valentine’s cards will include a written
message that concludes with something like, ‘All my love, X X X’ where each X
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indicates a kiss and is meant as a symbol of our love. The use of X as a symbol of
love is very common. We see it on birthday cards, Christmas cards, thank you cards
—anything and everything. X means love! And today, the X on our foreheads means
love. We express our love and draw a cross to say so.

There is a second X that many of us remember from our days at school. We all
did homework, often a large quantity of it. We then submitted that work and the
teacher marked it and gave it back. Of course, we all wanted to see a small tick in
red ink at the bottom of each sum, each calculation, each piece of grammar but, if
we got it wrong, we would instead see a small red X. The second meaning of an X
symbol indicates that something has gone wrong. To be sure, the mistake is often
because we haven’t understood, or the standard of the work has fallen short of the
expected. Perhaps we aimed too low. In fact, all of us have done wrong: the word
‘sin’ in the Bible is the same word used of an arrow fallowing short ... an archer
aimed at a target but got it wrong. As it says in the Letter to the Romans ‘All have
sinned and fallen short of the glory of God’ (Romans 3:23). The X on our foreheads
today means something has gone wrong, that we did wrong. We express our SOorrow
for that falling short and draw a cross to say so.

But there is a third meaning for the X drawn on our foreheads. It represents
two bits of wood on a hill outside Jerusalem nearly two-thousand years ago. On that
X-shaped piece of wood, God took into himself the consequences of all our wrong-
doing as a symbol representing his love for us. The X on our foreheads today
remembers that dealing with our wrongdoing. The ash on our foreheads therefore
represents three symbols all at the same time: love, wrongdoing, and forgiveness.

From now on, each time we see an X on our lives, our work, our spiritual legacy,
it’s not so much a sign that we’ve got something wrong (though we have) but a sign
that God loves us to the uttermost. Sometimes it’s a statement of forgiveness in a
Church, for example when the priest pronounces absolution. Sometimes we
remind ourselves first of the overwhelming love of God, for example each time we
see an X on a communion wafer. Sometimes we think of the overwhelming forgive-
ness of God, for example when we see an X on a church spire or hanging from a
chain on someone’s neck. And sometimes it's all three at once, that same trinity of
sorrow, love, and forgiveness, for example at the end of today’s service when the
priest pronounces the blessing of Almighty God.

Like all true love, God’s love needs to be reciprocated to make it complete: God
loves us and wants us to love Him. Because of the cross of Jesus, the consequences
of our wrongs can be forgiven completely if, as a sign of our love of God we say
sorry. Today, the ash on our foreheads is a visual reminder of that love.
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Self-examination and Confession

Let us now call to mind our sin and the infinite mercy of God.

and at the day of judgement,
All good Lord, deliver us.

By the mystery of your holy incarnation;
by your birth, childhood and obedience;

by your baptism, fasting and temptation,
All  good Lord, deliver us.

By your ministry in word and work;
by your mighty acts of power;

and by your preaching of the kingdom,
All good Lord, deliver us.
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By your agony and trial;
by your cross and passion;
and by your precious death and burial,

All

good Lord, deliver us.

By your mighty resurrection;
by your glorious ascension;
and by your sending of the Holy Spirit,

All

good Lord, deliver us.

Give us true repentance;

forgive us our sins of negligence and ignorance
and our deliberate sins;

and grant us the grace of your Holy Spirit

to amend our lives according to your holy word.
